For every 100 people in Australia only 2 are aboriginal now. 2% of the population. They are direct descendants of migrants from Africa who arrived 75,000 years ago. Europeans settled in Australia in the late 1700s creating a new way of life very different from the indigenous Australians.

The Outback is the vast dry and remote  inland parts of the continent Ayers Rock or Uluru is a huge rock formation in the centre of the continent. It is sacred to the Indigenous people

Some Aboriginal people still live in villages in the villages in the sacred area around Uluru, (Ayers Rock), a huge rock formation in the centre of the continent. They are highly skilled in arts and craft and have a vast knowledge of the land and their environment. They call the sacred mountain Uluru
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	Location 
Today indigenous people live in all the main cities of Australia. but most still live in the dessert areas of the outback.  Some still live in the sacred area around Uluru (Ayers Rock). Some live in the Northern Territory in Kakadu National park, they call this Arnhem Land, the land of their ancestors.
